
INSTRUCTIONS~  Read entire pattern before beginning.  NOTE:  B2 = Fabric 2 cut B (1-3/4" x 14"). It is 
essential to maintain a 1/4" seam allowance no wider!

Sew the strips into sets as shown below. The A-E strip sets are centered one on top of each other. The F and G strip 
sets are staggered approximately 1-1/4" with each addition. Press the seam allowance in the direction indicated by 
the arrows (toward the darker fabrics).

Cut the strip sets apart using the 30° and 60° angle on your ruler.  The triangle units are cut with a base 
measurement of  8" (A-E). The short strip sets (F) are cut with a base measurement of 7-3/4". The long strip sets 
(G) are cut with a base measurement of 15".
